As We Gather - When Jesus appeared on the scene of human history, His coming was 

like the light of a new day. Isaiah had prophesied a day would come filled with joy as at 

the harvest or when victors divide spoils. But daylight also reveals problems covered by 

darkness, like the divisions at the Church in Corinth, as Paul writes. Jesus’ light not only 

reveals, but it also forgives, heals, and enlivens. People brought the sick and 

demon-possessed to our Lord, and the first four disciples jumped at the opportunity to 

follow Him. What ills shall we bring to worship today for resolution? Sins requiring 

forgiveness, gloom needing joy, divisions seeking reconciliation? Jesus came into human 

history to die and rise for us; today He comes through Word and Sacrament in grace and 

mercy to meet our deepest needs. Let us rejoice in the light of God’s forgiveness, mercy, 

and love.

19 And he said 

to them, ―Follow me, and I will make you fishers of men.‖ 20 Immediately they left their 

nets and followed him. 21 And going on from there he saw two other brothers, James the 

son of Zebedee and John his brother, in the boat with Zebedee their father, mending 

their nets, and he called them. 22 Immediately they left the boat and their father and 

followed him. 

23 And he went throughout all Galilee, teaching in their synagogues and proclaiming the 

gospel of the kingdom and healing every disease and every affliction among the 

people. 24 So his fame spread throughout all Syria, and they brought him all the sick, 

those afflicted with various diseases and pains, those oppressed by demons, those having 

seizures, and paralytics, and he healed them. 25 And great crowds followed him from 

Galilee and the Decapolis, and from Jerusalem and Judea, and from beyond the Jordan.
