As We Gather - Recently published health guidelines suggest that it is of significant 

benefit that each adult walk about 10,000 steps each day. The guidelines do not suggest 

where or how or even when that walking should be done during the course of a day. It 

simply commends the walking itself. Walking is important for our lives! Paul wrote to the 

Christians at Ephesus to ―walk as children of light‖ and to seek what is ―good and right 

and true‖ (Ephesians 5:8b, 9b). May our walking with our Lord be blessed each day—no 

matter how many steps we take along the way!
