The Ninth Sunday after Pentecost
July 30, 2023

As We Gather - Jesus' parables in today's Gospel are a bit difficult to understand. In the
first the kingdom of heaven is hidden, like treasure in a field. In the second it is extremely
costly, like a large, perfect pearl. And we rejoice that we have found the Kingdom and
value it above all. But what about that third parable, in which angels sort evil and
righteous people like fish being burned or saved? Can we sinner-saints be confident as
that day approaches? We can, for our inclusion in the Kingdom is not because of
anything we have done. First, God chose us to be a people for His treasured possession,
the Old Testament Reading tells us. Then, explains the Epistle, “Christ Jesus is the one
who died—more than that, who was raised—who is at the right hand of God, who indeed
is interceding for us” (Romans 8:34). Our heavenly Father sent His Son to give us His own
righteousness. For our Lord, incorporating us in the kingdom of heaven was something to
die for.
