As We Gather - The season of Lent lasts for forty days (excluding Sundays). This
forty-day season of Lent is a time of fasting and repentance. It is a time when we recall
Jesus' forty days of fasting and temptation in the wilderness. Throughout these forty days,
remember where we are going. We are headed toward the cross and empty tomb of
Jesus. We are headed toward Jesus' victory over sin, death, and the devil.
