As We Gather - Luke reports that at seeing the resurrected Jesus, the disciples 

―disbelieved for joy‖ (24:41). The theme of rejoicing is woven throughout the Scriptures. 

The psalmist exhorts: ―Shout for joy to God, all the earth; sing the glory of His name; give 

to Him glorious praise!‖ (66:1–2). The prophet Isaiah assures God’s people that they will 

have cause for rejoicing as he writes: ―For the Lord comforts Zion; . . . joy and gladness 

will be found in her, thanksgiving and the voice of song‖ (51:3). Paul writes to people who 

know of the glorious resurrection of Jesus Christ on that first Easter day: ―Rejoice in the 

Lord always; again I will say, Rejoice‖ (Philippians 4:4). The season of Easter is a time for 

joyous praise that begins now!
