As We Gather - Flocks of sheep can number in the hundreds or even thousands. An 

annual trek from winter quarters to summer pastures and back again at a location in rural 

Idaho consistently draws hundreds of spectators to a location where the sheep must 

cross a major highway to reach their destination. Keeping track of two or three thousand 

sheep on the move is quite a task! Jesus, our Good Shepherd, knows how to care for not 

just thousands but millions of His sheeplike people. The prophet Isaiah says of the Lord 

God that He ―will tend His flock like a shepherd‖ (40:11). Assured and reassured that we 

are part of His flock, we travel through life following the guidance of our caring 

Shepherd!

I know my own and my own know me, 15just as the Father knows me and 

I know the Father; and I lay down my life for the sheep. 16And I have other sheep that are 

not of this fold. I must bring them also, and they will listen to my voice. So there will be 

one flock, one shepherd. 17For this reason the Father loves me, because I lay down my life 

that I may take it up again. 18No one takes it from me, but I lay it down of my own accord. 

I have authority to lay it down, and I have authority to take it up again. This charge I have
