As We Gather - The Day of Pentecost is more connected to Easter than to the Sundays
after Pentecost. It is the fiftieth day of Easter, marking the new dawn under the guidance
of the Spirit. The Lord works through the preached Gospel and our life together as the
baptized around His Table to deliver what He has promised. Thus the ministry of the
Spirit is not some ethereal reality experienced in our feelings but the concrete reality of
the Word spoken into our ears to bring forth faith and the body and blood of Jesus
received by faith in Holy Communion.
