As We Gather - God’s Word instructs us to stay connected to Christ. We experience that
connection as we gather to hear God's Word, dine at our Lord’'s Table, and pray
persistent, bold prayers for ourselves, our neighbors, communities, and world. Today we
hear Abraham pleading with God on behalf of Sodom and Gomorrah. We hear Jesus
teaching His disciples to pray. Jesus then illustrates the power of bold, persistent prayer
and affirms the goodness of the One who hears our prayers. “For there is one God, and
there is one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus, who gave Himself as
a ransom for all, which is the testimony given at the proper time" (1 Timothy 2:5-6).
